· Other supporting documentation to substantiate character of the nominee (letters of recommendation, testimonials, newsletters, articles, photographs and brochures).

· If accessible, provide a curriculum vitae or biographical profile highlighting the nominee’s qualifications.

· Incomplete or faxed nominations will not be accepted.   All nominations will become the official property of the AGD- Canada.
· Nominations received after the deadline will be considered for the subsequent year.  
Eligibility 

· Nominations may only be submitted by an active AGD member.
· Only an active and/or associate (retired) AGD member is eligible for nomination.

· The awardee must possess a DDS, DMD or equivalent

· Award will not be given to the same individual more than once; therefore, past recipients are not eligible for nomination.

· Has demonstrated dedication to the dental profession, public perception and/or dental research.

· Has been an innovator and a leader making positive changes.

· Has demonstrated tenacity of purpose in pursuing idealist goals that benefit the profession and public.

· Current AGD officers are not eligible for this award.
